But the Epistle, which uses the imagery of a suit of armor, tells us to rely on God and His gracious 
goodness. And the Introit has the Gospel in full measure! While asking for God’s forgiveness; we 
also rejoice that He re-creates us, cleaning us inside out. What a great reason to gather to sing 
His praises today!

2:13; Heb. 9:28; 1 John 1:7) 
3. Do I believe that I receive the body and blood of Christ in, with, and under the bread and wine (not 

merely symbolically present?) (Matt. 26:26-28; 1 Cor. 10:16; 1 Cor. 11:24-25) 
4. Do I desire to turn from my sinful ways and live a God pleasing life by the power of the Holy Spirit? 

(Isaiah 1:16; John 8:11; Rom. 6:12) 
 

If you are unable to answer yes to these questions, please talk to the pastor before communing, as 

participating without a proper understanding of Holy Communion can be spiritual harmful (1 Cor. 11:27-

29). If you can answer yes to these questions, then come with a repentant heart and join us in the reception 

of the Lord’s Supper. Adults and children not yet instructed about Holy Communion are invited to come 

forward to receive a blessing. 

COMMUNION DISTRIBUTION PRACTICE—We are offering altar/rail communion as our communion practice.

Sunday Morning Bible Class from 9:15-10:15am in the School Library starting Sunday September 

15th—Romans: Alive in Christ—Paul’s letter to the Romans is the first epistle in the New Testament because 

it is the longest, but it could also occupy that position because of the importance of its contents as well. It has 

always played an important role in the history of the church, because it summarizes so well the essential 

emphases of the apostle’s evangelical theology. Martin Luther had an especially exalted view of Romans: 

“This epistle is really the chief part of the New Testament, and is truly the purest gospel. It is worthy not only 

that every Christian should know it word for word, by heart, but also that he should occupy himself with it 

every day, as the daily bread of the soul. We can never read it or ponder over it too much; for the more we 

deal with it, the more precious it becomes and the better it tastes.” (“Preface to the Epistle of St. Paul to the 

Romans,” from 1546, in Luther’s Works, American Edition, vol. 35 [Philadelphia: Muhlenberg, 1960], p. 

365.) Romans summarizes a quarter century of Paul’s missionary preaching and teaching. It is the purpose 

of Romans to unfold some of its implications. Throughout the letter Paul emphasizes that God’s mercy comes 

to undeserving people who stand under the accusation and condemnation of the Law. In the Gospel of Jesus 

Christ, God freely gives righteousness to men and women through faith alone, and not on the basis of their 

own accomplishments or their own fastidious efforts to keep the Law. Let’s take a look at Romans and learn 

and grow!
