As We Gather “Faithful Christians in a Contentious World” 

In Psalm 12, King David cries out, “Save, O LORD, for the godly one is gone; for the faithful have 
vanished from among the children of man” (v. 1). The Lord God’s anointed king lives in a troubling 
world! Many centuries later, Martin Luther paraphrased the words of David, writing in a hymn 
text in 1523: “O Lord, look down from heav’n, behold and let Thy pity waken; . . . dark times 
have us o’ertaken” (TLH 260:1). Looking at our world today, we can relate to both King David 
and Martin Luther. Yet both men expressed hope in their written words. In his psalm, David 
writes, “The words of the LORD are pure words, . . . You, O LORD, will keep them” (vv. 6a, 7a). 
And Luther confidently writes, “So through God’s Word shall men endure each trial and 
temptation” (TLH 260:5). Reformation Day echoes the call to faithfulness heard by God’s people 
through the ages. May we listen well!

In 

the Bible, the Apostle Paul wrote: Let a person examine himself and so eat of the bread, and drink of 

the cup (1 Cor. 11:28). Before attending the Lord’s Supper, ask yourself the following questions: 

1. Do I believe that I am a sinner, and am sorry for my sins? (Prov. 28:13; Rom. 3:23; 1 John 1:8-9) 
2. Do I believe that Jesus Christ by His death, offers me forgiveness for all my sins? (Romans 5:8; Col. 

2:13; Heb. 9:28; 1 John 1:7) 
3. Do I believe that I receive the body and blood of Christ in, with, and under the bread and wine (not 

merely symbolically present?) (Matt. 26:26-28; 1 Cor. 10:16; 1 Cor. 11:24-25) 
4. Do I desire to turn from my sinful ways and live a God pleasing life by the power of the Holy Spirit? 

(Isaiah 1:16; John 8:11; Rom. 6:12) 
 

If you are unable to answer yes to these questions, please talk to the pastor before communing, as 

participating without a proper understanding of Holy Communion can be spiritual harmful (1 Cor. 11:27-

29). If you can answer yes to these questions, then come with a repentant heart and join us in the reception 

of the Lord’s Supper. Adults and children not yet instructed about Holy Communion are invited to come 

forward to receive a blessing. 
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COMMUNION DISTRIBUTION PRACTICE—We are offering altar/rail communion as our communion practice. 
While you are at the altar, please let us know if you would like to receive the Common Cup. Individual 
communion cups are also available to you. You also have the option to kneel or remain standing during 
altar/rail communion.
