As We Gather “The Time Is Ripe” 
The Divine Service is unlike our other activities during the week—in the marketplace, our place of 
employment, or our school—where we struggle to be “the people of God” amid the temptations and 
confusing details of living in a world still disfigured by sin, tragedy, selfishness, and death. By our own fault, 
we daily fall short of our calling as Christians. We are reminded today of the judgment of God’s Law by the 
prophet Amos against our worry over money and our own needs that distract us from the often-greater 
needs of others and even our own true need of faith and reliance on God above all. Each day of the week, 
the demands of the Ten Commandments of God call us back to our need for forgiveness and God’s mercy, 
grace, help, and love. So, we gather here for Divine Service, that is, God attending to our real needs. We 
come to repent of our sin and failure, and to receive forgiveness and new life and hope. That forgiveness 
and hope comes solely from the God who “loved the world” so much “that He gave His only Son” to die for 
you (John 3:16). We do not have to wait and wonder until the Day of Judgment. By your Baptism into Christ, 
by His mighty and reliable Word of forgiveness spoken over and into you, and by your connection with the 
body and blood of your crucified and risen Lord Jesus, you are being delivered from all evil, redeemed, 
restored, and forgiven for everlasting life in the kingdom of God already here and now. 
 

We invite a moment of silence during the prelude for Prayer 
As our organist begins the prelude we move from our regular conversations and the happenings of the 
world around us in order to turn our attention to worship. Please take these moments as an 
opportunity to focus on prayer. Make use of this time to look through our service in anticipation of 
the scripture we will share and the hymns we will sing. God richly bless us as we gather in God’s 
presence today! We hope you will take these moments as a time to transition into worship as we have 
entered into God’s presence through Word and Sacrament.

11If then you have not been faithful in the unrighteous 
wealth, who will entrust to you the true riches? 12And if you have not been faithful in that 
which is another’s, who will give you that which is your own? 13No servant can serve two 
masters, for either he will hate the one and love the other, or he will be devoted to the one 
and despise the other. You cannot serve God and money.”

2. Do I believe that Jesus Christ by His death, offers me forgiveness for all my sins? (Romans 5:8; Col. 

2:13; Heb. 9:28; 1 John 1:7) 
3. Do I believe that I receive the body and blood of Christ in, with, and under the bread and wine (not 

merely symbolically present?) (Matt. 26:26-28; 1 Cor. 10:16; 1 Cor. 11:24-25) 
4. Do I desire to turn from my sinful ways and live a God pleasing life by the power of the Holy Spirit? 

(Isaiah 1:16; John 8:11; Rom. 6:12) 
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If you are unable to answer yes to these questions, please talk to the pastor before communing, as 

participating without a proper understanding of Holy Communion can be spiritual harmful (1 Cor. 11:27-

29). If you can answer yes to these questions, then come with a repentant heart and join us in the reception 

of the Lord’s Supper. Adults and children not yet instructed about Holy Communion are invited to come 

forward to receive a blessing. 

COMMUNION DISTRIBUTION PRACTICE—We are offering altar/rail communion as our communion 

practice. While you are at the altar, please let us know if you would like to receive the Common Cup. 

Individual communion cups are also available to you. You also have the option to kneel or remain 

standing during altar/rail communion. Gluten Free communion wafers are also available upon request. 

If it is physically difficult for you to commune at the altar rail, please speak to the Pastor or an elder 

about receiving communion in your pew.

Are you interested in becoming a Stephen Minister? 

Stephen Ministers are lay congregation members trained to provide one-to-one care to those experiencing a 

difficult time in life, such as grief, divorce, job loss, chronic or terminal illness, or relocation. Stephen 

Ministers come from all walks of life, but they all share a passion for bringing Christ’s love and care to people 

during a time of need.  

Trainees learn how to listen to, care for, and walk with those going through difficult times in life. After being 

matched with a person experiencing a life crisis, the Stephen Minister meets with that person on a weekly 

basis to listen, care, encourage, and provide emotional and spiritual support. The caring relationship lasts as 

long as the need for care exists.  

We are going to begin a new training session for Stephen Ministers in October of 2025. The training is 

scheduled to take place on Sunday evenings from 6-8:30pm starting October 5th. If you would like to learn 

more about Stephen Ministry, you can contact Jeanne Meyer at: meyorch@sbcglobal.net or 414-423-0010.

 In the Apostle Paul’s second letter to the Corinthians, he devoted two chapters to encourage giving.  One 

of the giving truths that he encourages is to give sacrificially.  Paul wrote about the Macedonians, "For 

they gave according to their means, as I can testify, and beyond their means, of their own accord"  (2 

Corinthians 8:3).  It does not matter how much we give, because for each person that would be different.  

But it does matter that it should cost us something.  After all, if God's giving cost him even the life of his 

only Son, how could our giving ever be cheap? That does not make any sense.  A faithful manager of God’s 

resources will make attempts to give sacrificially.
