As We Gather—“Who Needs the Gospel?” 
The only people in the Old Testament who needed freedom were those enslaved. The people in 
today’s Gospel who truly needed a Savior were like sheep without a shepherd, milling about 
without hope. The vast crowds of people who have inherited the sin of Adam are, as we once 
were, dead in trespasses and sin; they all need some good news! Today’s Readings move us into 
action! God promises that His people shall be priests, and priests convey the message of 
forgiveness to all burdened by sin. The gift of God’s Son abounds for many, Paul writes in the 
Epistle. And Jesus Himself tells us to proclaim as we go, “The kingdom of heaven is at hand” 
(Matthew 10:7). Be ready to be moved into action!

As our organist begins the prelude we move from our regular conversations and the happenings of the 
world around us in order to turn our attention to worship. Please take these moments as an 
opportunity to focus on prayer.

1. Do I believe that I am a sinner, and am sorry for my sins? (Prov. 28:13; Rom. 3:23; 1 John 1:8-9) 
2. Do I believe that Jesus Christ by His death, offers me forgiveness for all my sins? (Romans 5:8; Col. 

2:13; Heb. 9:28; 1 John 1:7) 
3. Do I believe that I receive the body and blood of Christ in, with, and under the bread and wine (not 

merely symbolically present?) (Matt. 26:26-28; 1 Cor. 10:16; 1 Cor. 11:24-25) 
4. Do I desire to turn from my sinful ways and live a God pleasing life by the power of the Holy Spirit? 

(Isaiah 1:16; John 8:11; Rom. 6:12) 
If you are unable to answer yes to these questions, please talk to the pastor before communing, as 

participating without a proper understanding of Holy Communion can be spiritual harmful (1 Cor. 11:27-

29). If you can answer yes to these questions, then come with a repentant heart and join us in the reception 

of the Lord’s Supper. Adults and children not yet instructed about Holy Communion are invited to come 

forward to receive a blessing. 

COMMUNION DISTRIBUTION PRACTICE—We are offering altar/rail communion as our communion 
practice. While you are at the altar, please let us know if you would like to receive the Common Cup. 
Individual communion cups are also available to you. You also have the option to kneel or remain 
standing during altar/rail communion.

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2026 Summer Catechetical Series—"Perspectives on the Cross” 

 
The Six Chief Parts of the Christian Faith are well known among our Lutheran members, and it is a good 

practice to rehearse and even interrogate them often for the benefit of those under our care. This series is an 

attempt to provide a fresh look at the Chief Parts, to show how they fit into the Christian’s daily walk and 

may be practiced in our daily interactions. These teachings attempt to display this truth by viewing the Chief 

Parts through multifaceted aspects of the cross, using comparisons to our bones, eyes, and words, to wind, to 

a unique way with which we Christians are blessed, and to fire. The final sermon encourages us to bear our 

crosses in daily life and in doing so participate in the redemptive work of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, 

seeing all of life and its activities through the lens of the cross of Calvary as well as the vacant cross and 

empty tomb.
